	Giving change
Children will learn how to use a number line and a part-whole model to subtract to find change. Encourage role-play to give children a context of giving and receiving change.


	Money End of block assessment

This assessment will check understanding of the content taught so far. Children should be given 30 minutes to complete independently. Answer sheet is provided to self assess work after completion. 
	Make Tally charts             Children will be introduced to tally charts as a systematic method of recording data. They should already by able to count in 5s and understand the vocabulary of total, altogether, more, less and difference. 

	Draw pictograms
Children will draw pictograms where symbols represent 2, 5 or 10 items. They will learn how to interpret part of a symbol and count in twos, fives and tens to complete and draw their own pictograms. 


	Interpret pictograms
Children should collect their own data previously in tally charts and constructed larger scale pictograms practically. Children also need to be able to halve 2 and 10. Children will be exposed to both horizontal and vertical pictograms.
